Call To Order:


	George Robinson, President, called the meeting to order at 7:12 pm.   Introductions of those assembled and review of agenda for the meeting followed.





Minutes:


MSC*:	Minutes of the Board of Directors meeting of December 1, 2003 were reviewed and approved with the amendment that Michael Ginsburg’s attendance be noted.


	It was noted that the November minutes have not yet been posted on the website.  Russ Elwell will follow up with Dick Bryant on this.





Financial Report:


	The Treasurer, Joyce Leissring, presented the financial reports.  We have a Total Current Equity Position of $25,313.92.  The financial reports were accepted as presented.





Budget Review:


	Joyce Leissring presented the proposed Budget for the fiscal year beginning February 1, 2004.  The proposed budget for the upcoming fiscal year was approved as prepared.	





Registrar’s Report:


	Diane Frank presented the Registrar’s Report for the month.  The report was accepted as submitted.














Compliance Report:


	Karin Sawtelle was unable to attend the meeting, but submitted a written compliance report.


Lot 1:	Garage doors have been painted and are now in compliance.


		Lot 5:	Wall painted and in compliance.

No calls were received concerning compliance issues in December or so far in January.








Old Business:	





Lot 120:	Preliminary plans were reviewed by Kevin Paulus.   Kevin recommends that the Board approve the plans under the following conditions:


Mr. Tyson will provide topographic contours on the site plan, at minimum 2’ height intervals across all proposed construction areas, including the driveway and the septic field.


A surveyor currently registered to practice in Arizona shall provide the topographic survey information and shall designate the finish floor elevation, such that it is 20” minimum below the height of the existing grade at the NE corner of the proposed residence.  The surveyor shall locate a fixed steel stake set to match the designated finish floor elevation.  Upon completion of the building slab, the lot owner shall have the surveyor submit to the Homeowner’s Association, a letter certifying that the designated finished floor elevation is at or below the required finished floor elevation stipulated above.


The designated finish floor elevation will be noted on the site plan building pad with the existing contours adjusted accordingly on the site plan, as required by the cut, with applicable rip-rap stone and landscaping also noted.


Drawings will include the existing grade and new finish grade slopes on the exterior elevations showing the finish floor elevation dimensioned 20” minimum below the height of the existing grade at the northeast corner of the proposed residence per the applicable exterior elevations.


Three copies of the complete construction documents (with all information as required by municipal plan review with all other information as required by the covenants noted on the applicable plans) will be submitted to the consulting architect for final Homeowner’s Association committee review.





MSC:	Issue was deferred and will be taken up at a special meeting on January 14, 2004.











Entrance “Monuments”:	


	Approval to proceed with plans for the installation of entrance wall “monuments” was granted by the previous board.  However, final approval to proceed with the installation of the monuments was deferred to the new board.  The total estimate for installing the entrance monuments is $7,000 and the total expended to date is $500.  Architectural plans for the proposed monuments were developed by the Sundt design team and have been forwarded to the Board at no expense to Cat 9.  They can be used in the future if the monument issue is reinstated.  Board members voiced a number of concerns shared with them by Cat 9 residents related to entryway monuments.    





MSC:	With a vote of 10-2, the Board decided not to proceed with entryway monuments at this time.  Any financial obligations incurred to date, related to plans for entryway monuments will be covered by the Association.








Newsletter:	Dick Bryant will continue as editor of the newsletter through the next publication after which  Russ Elwell will take on editorial responsibilities.





WebMaster: The responsibility for web master activity was deferred until next meeting

CC&Rs:	At the December meeting, Bob Heindel submitted a copy of CC&R draft copies color-coded with suggested changes and deletions for consideration by the Board.  Due to time constraints at the January meeting and at future Board meetings, the decision was made to hold a special meeting for the purpose of reviewing and discussing the CC&Rs.  This meeting will be held on Monday, January 26th at 7pm in the same location as the monthly Board meetings are held. After the Board reviews the draft of the CC&Rs, Pat Griffin will review the document and add the legal information to amend and replace the current recorded declaration of protective covenants.
