Call To Order:


	George Robinson, President, called the meeting to order at 7:09 pm. 





Homeowner Comments:       None





Roads Proposal/ Special Assessment Question & Answer Session: 


Members of the Roads Committee were available to answer questions. There were no additional guests to discuss the proposal of the Roads Committee. One question asked by Diane Bootes was whether the cost of the supervision would be less if it only takes one week for the overlay to be completed. Color was discussed, but this can be decided later. An email from a homeowner concerned with the issue of the quality of the road on Avenida de Posada, which belongs to the County, was discussed. Members felt there would be more leverage to discuss the need for maintenance of this and other perimeter roads owned by the county (Skyline, Manzanita Ave and Chaparral Ave.) after the interior roads have been paved. There was a suggestion made for a white line to be painted on Calle Los Altos. This will be considered later. There was a motion made that the Roads Proposal be put to a vote of the association. (*MSC) Ballots will be mailed the week of Oct. 22nd separately from the newsletter and election ballot.


Amended and Restated CC& R’s:


	Pat Grifin and Bob Heindel presented the final changes made after the last review session. Provisions were added to the architectural control section (#4a. 1) regarding native growth, there was an addition to#4. a. #5 allowing for parasitic growth to be removed by homeowner, small signs identifying security providers will be permitted ( 4 a#13. m.) Also under #5 Easements c. there will be an easement for the Association during any period of construction. 


	It was moved that the Amended and Restated Declarations of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for Catalina Foothills Estates No. 9 be accepted by the Board, signed by the President of the Association and recorded with all fees paid. (*MSC) George Robinson will pay fees and have the document recorded with the Pima County Recorder’s Office. Pat Griffin will submit the document for title insurance. Copies of the final CC&R document will be mailed to all homeowners. 


	


Election:


	Russ Elwell will contact Sandy Rosenthal who is preparing the ballot with nominees for   the upcoming Association Board election. Biographies of candidates will be sent to Diane Bootes. Diane will prepare the ballots to be mailed with the newsletter in double envelopes. 








Release of Personal Data: 


	Diane Frank discussed the issue of when it is permissible to release personal data to members of record (for at least 6 months) upon request. According to Arizona State Statute (ARS ##10-11601) a member of record for at least 6 months may request if specific conditions are met and the Board may grant the permission, but only names and addresses will be given, not email addresses or telephone numbers. It was agreed that with the permission of the new members, names and addresses may be mentioned in newsletters and added to the Neighborhood Watch list.
